Limitations on reprocessing
Repeated processing has minimal effect on these instruments. End of life is normally determined by wear and

Instructions

Point of Use
Remove excessive soil by simply wiping with damp disposable cloth.

Containment and Transportation
It is recommended that instruments are reprocessed as soon as is reasonably practical following use.

Preparation for Cleaning
No disassembly needed

Soak soiled instruments for a minimum of 30 minutes in fresh neutral pH (pH 6.0-
8.0) detergent. DO NOT ALLOW INSTRUMENTS TO DRY AFTER USE

Soak instruments in an open relaxed position
Use a soft but firm brush to scrub all surfaces to remove any visible debris.
Rinse all surfaces with water to remove any residual debris or cleaning agent.

Inspection and Testing
Check for smooth movement of hinged parts.
Instruments with broken, cracked, chipped, or worn parts should not be used, but should be repaired or replaced

immediately.

Let instrument drip dry for three (3) minutes before wrapping for sterilization

Packaging
Instruments can be loaded into dedicated instrument trays or general purpose sterilization trays. Wrap trays using

appropriate methods.
Instruments can be wrapped in sterilization wrap.
Protect sharp/cutting edges, serrated surfaces and pointed tips.

Sterilization
Sterilization of instruments may be accomplished by Autoclave or Ethylene Oxide. Time and temperature

parameters required for sterilization vary according to type of sterilizer, cycle design and packing material.
Do not sterilize instruments at temperatures over 141 C (285 F)
